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Location

Rehoboth is Located 90 km south of the capital Windhoek with
approximately 40 000 inhabitants (this include the immediate surrounding,
rural community). The Town enjoys a strategic location on the national
highway, untapped natural resources, including tourism and eco-
tourism potential, low cost for land and business properties and a
potential market. There are more than 190 registered businesses
and two financial institutions.

Economy

The potential for small and micro-enterprise development is high in
Rehoboth. However, not withstanding, there is no eager capital. Similarly,
Rehoboth lack a well-organized private sector, which could develop
alternative business support structures, including access to capital by
tapping into emerging domestic and national delivery systems.
